What Our School Offers

Educationally – Our school, David Lister, concentrates on building student’s learning from their first day to their last, by offering a strong and reliable team of supporting staff. As soon as the students enter the door subject teachers for Maths, English and Science, the core subjects, focus on their year 9 SAT’s so that they get the best opportunities at GCSE level and beyond. 

At GCSE, there is a variety of courses for every student. For example, April Matthews, year 10, is doing Media, AS Level French and Geography, history and business. You may be thinking why is she doing AS Level French? April and our class were all entered for GCSE French at the end of year 9. We received brilliant results with 7 students getting B’s after being entered at higher level. April says ‘’This gave us a great opportunity to show what we can do’’.  Also, all of our former year 11’s gained fantastic results including 1 student who got 15 A*’s to C’s.  

Facilities- At David Lister students have access to a wide range of facilities that can benefit their learning. For example, we have many fully fitted computer suites including 1 situated in our resource centre which homes a wide variety of books. Within our school we have a MAST (Multi Agency Support Team) centre, which offers constant and consistent support to all students and provides opportunities such as hairdressing and business studies. 

Opportunities

Our students are offered plenty of choices to broaden their knowledge and their future prospects. April and Katie have been involved in recruitment and selection which entails the recruitment of staff throughout the school and other agencies. They are very proud because they interviewed candidates for the Head teacher post. As well as interviewing for school positions they went off site and interviewed candidates for things like Youth Offenders Team and Connexions. Katie says, ‘’ I thoroughly enjoyed taking part in the interviews. Not only will it help me in later life, but it helps build up your confidence. I know that I wouldn’t have had this opportunity without Max Roberts of MAST.” 

Other opportunities provided for students of David Lister include peer mentoring (students in year 9 and 10 providing support for new members of the school community). These peer mentors are also given the opportunity to support new students at primary level, for example, going out to primary schools build friendships and communication for transition students and helping at prospective parents evenings. 

Our school has brilliant connections with both colleges within the city. An example of these connections are that year 10 and 11 students have the opportunity to gain BA Crest for extra physics. Kieran says “ This course, really helps me to understand things I wouldn’t have learnt in school and things that I find interesting.”
