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The importance of the form and links with home

Each student is a member of a form and the form tutor stays with

the student throughout their time in school. The form tutor

monitors personal and social development, behaviour and

discipline, attendance, health and safety, welfare and guidance and

promotes a regular contact with parents.

Admissions policy

If there are more requests for places than there are places available,

children will be accepted in the following order of priority:

• Children in the priority area given in the area booklet who have

a brother or sister at the school.

• Other children living in the priority area.

• Children living outside the priority area who have a brother or

sister at the school.

• Other children living outside the priority area.

• Within each category, decisions are based on the distance

between home and school by the shortest walking route with

priority going to those living nearest to the school. This applies

equally to those living inside and outside the L.A. boundaries.

• Parents seeking admission at other than normal age of transfer

should contact the Admissions Service at Warwick County

Education Office for advice.
